This “script” accompanies the PowerPoint presentation DanTeacher.ppt. The notes are outline facts for each slide in the presentation. You can point out the features in each slide. For some of the questions, when you have asked for responses, you can also display some images for example responses on the slide. 

You can add to the script and the presentation yourself and tailor it for your own use.

If a PowerPoint presentation format is not appropriate for you, you can download and print out the slides, to use with this script.
Notes for slide 1

The sound of an organ is made by pipes. Air goes through the pipes to make them sound, like then you blow a whistle. 

Q. Do you know any other musical instruments that make sound when air goes through them?

Press for example illustrations : air goes through Trumpet, Clarinet, French Horn, Flute, 

Notes for slide 2

Inside the organ, the pipes stand in rows. There are different sizes of pipe in each row. Some pipes are only the length of your smallest finger, but you can get organ pipes as tall as houses!

The large pipes sound the low notes, and the little pipes sound the high notes. 
This is like other musical instruments : “big” tends to make “lower notes”. 
Q Can you think of any examples? 

Press for example illustration : the big double bass sounds lower notes than the small violin
Notes for slide 3:

There are many different shapes of pipe in a pipe organ. Some are made of wood, and others are metal. The different shapes make different sounds – some pipes are very soft, some are loud, some sound gentle, others sound rough.

Notes for slide 4:

You can often see this sort of pipe round the front of an organ. They can be wide or thin

Notes for slide 5:

Some pipes are open at the top, and others have tops on – they can look a bit like hats

Notes for slide 6
When the different pipes sound together they can make a grand sound

You don’t see most of the pipes because they are hidden inside the organ. An organ like this one will have thousands of different pipes which can sound separately or in groups or all together
Notes for slide 7

You choose which sounds you want by pulling these switches, called drawstops. 
Notes for slide 8
You play the notes of the organ by pressing your fingers on the keys. 
Q. What other musical instruments are there where you use your fingers to play keys?
Press for example illustrations : keyboard instruments Piano, Harpsichord, Celesta, Accordion

Notes for slide 9
Not all instruments where you put your fingers in keys make sound by air through pipes like an organ. 
Q Let’s see if we can match which of these instruments makes sound in which way

Press for example quiz questions 

Pipe organ

Air through pipes

Piano


Hitting strings with little hammers made of felt

Harpsichord

Plucking strings

Celesta


Hitting metal bars with hammers

Accordion

Air over reeds

Press again to show these sorted answers 
Notes for slide 10
Most pipe organs, except the very small ones, have more than one keyboard to play with your hands.
This means you can play different tunes on each keyboard, or you can play one sound on one keyboard, and accompany on another keyboard.

Q How many keyboards are there on the picture?

Press for example illustration identifying keyboards
There are FIVE – 4 to play with your hands and also a very special keyboard which you play with your FEET! Did you notice it? The foot keyboard is called the pedalboard
Notes for slide 11
You can see that the layout of the pedalboard is like a giant hand keyboard

Notes for slide 12
So organists can play tunes with their feet.

Q. I wonder what other musical instruments we can think of where players use their feet? 
(example. some drums, some cymbals, instruments with sustain pedals like the piano)
But they are not playing different notes in the same way as on an organ pedalboard
Notes for slide 13
Now, I wonder :

Q. If the organ makes a very low sound, what does it make you think of?

(example   thunder; an earthquake; a giant.)
Q. If the organ makes a very high sound, what can it sound like? 
(example    a bird singing; someone whistling). 
Q. What do the very high notes make you think of? 
(example    a twinkling star).
Q If the organ is very quiet, what can it sound like?

(example    a whisper; a breeze rustling the trees). 
Q. If it is very loud, what can it sound like? 
(example  a trumpet-call; a band / orchestra)
Q Can you remember what Dan said about how an organ can sound? 
Press to show answer:
That’s right : It can sound happy or mysterious or loud or soft or excited or grand or ANY WAY YOU WANT
Press to show slogan

This is why the Magic Musician says the pipe organ is the GREATEST MUSICAL INSTRUMENT OF ALL
